Luke 2:19 – “But Mary treasured all these things . . .” 

συντηρέω [suntereo /soon·tay·reh·o/] verb - to preserve, to keep 
within one’s self, keep in mind (lest it be forgotten).

Luke 2:51 - “and His mother treasured all these things in her heart.”

διατηρέω [diatereo /dee·at·ay·reh·o/] verb - to keep continually 
or carefully.
